(Note in the prologue regarding names: “We decided to follow our Native naming traditions and use the meaning

of names for people and places in this Great Story.”)

13 Someone from the crowd pushed forward and said to him, “Wisdom-keeper, tell my brother to give

me my part of what our father left to us.”
